Welcome!

I believe through self-empowerment, there is no end to what
students can achieve in the voice studio, as well as accomplish
in the world.

I intend to create a community of unique, independent and
creative students who can grow their passion for music, and
lead their musical life with boldness and unashamed joy. I
make sure my students are able to to explore the music
around them with no preconceived notions, and no added
limitations.

Through this community, I will be able to develop future long
term curriculum and develop my own in person artistic voice
studio.

Program Overview and Tuition:

In the Rivelli studio, the voice program structure occurs on 3
month blocks of continuous voice lessons, with a cumulative
performance opportunity the program will include:

e Beginner: (Ages 5 - 11) 12 voice lessons meeting weekly
for a total of three months at a time. Each lesson is $40,
which rounds out the three month costs to be $480.
Tuition will be accepted in three payments, with $160 due
the first lesson of every month.

e Intermediate and Advanced: (Ages 12- beyond) 12
voice lessons meeting weekly for a total of three months
at a time. Each lesson is $60, which rounds out the three
month costs to be $720. Tuition will be accepted in three
payments, with $240 due the first lesson of every month.

* Late Payment Policy:
o If payment occurs later than the second lesson of the
month, a $20 late fee is added.
e Acceptable Forms of Payment:
I accept cash, check, and mobile payments. Payments
should be made out to Juliana Rivelli.



Performance Opportunities and Recital Fees:

o As stated earlier, at the end of the 3 month voice lesson
period the student and the teacher will create a
performance opporunity for the student to showcase the
music they've been working on, possible performances
could be:

o Culmative Recital
o Coffee Shop or Small Local Performances
o Audition Tapes and Reels

e Recital fees, video and audio recordings, and other
necessities such as: sheet music, scores, notebook, writing
utensils, and binder are not included in the tuition price.

What to Expect From Me:

Creating an atmosphere where the student, teacher, and
accompanist are based on partnership .

To be open minded, using up- to- date professional and
pedagogically supported skills, and continue to inspire
and challenge.

Developing students psychological skills to help them

cope as professional singers.



What I Expect From You:

e The willingness to try new things, be creative and feel safe
and secure in the studio environment that has been
created by the teacher and student.

e Consistent attendance, it is integral for students to be
present and focused during their lessons.

e Practice on your own! There are several ways to practice
in order to make it accessible for students of all levels and
lives outside of lessons, this can be discussed in person.

e Do the work, whatever mini assignment is required of you
to do outside of your lesson, make sure it is done before
the next lesson.

e Take care of your voice and your mental and physical well
being. We need to take care of our instrument, and in
order to do so you should:

o Stay hydrated
o Appropriate hours of rest

o Don't over practice or over use the voice



Attendance / Make Up Lesson Policy:

e Lessons will always end on time, regardless of arrival
time. Please notify the teacher of late arrivals as soon as
possible via text message, 401.626.5455.

e Students must provide 24 hour advanced notice of
cancellation and must request a make up day and time. If
this is not done, there will be a late fee of $20.

e If a student is aware of a future absence in the month,
please notify the teacher as soon as possible and
reschedule a makeup lesson two weeks before the
absence.

e Students who are involved in extracurricular's such as
choirs, musical theater, and other weekly commitments
must list their lesson time slot as a recurring
commitment. This is to avoid double booking and to
maintain a professional image with the studio.

e Lessons cancelled by the instructor will be provided 24
hours or more in advanced and will be rescheduled as
soon as possible.



Termination of Study:

If you plan to leave the studio, (temporarily or permanently)
the teacher must be notified one full calendar month before
you intend to terminate lessons. No exceptions.

I reserve the right to terminate lessons if it is in the best
interest of both the student and the teacher. Possible
termination causes include:

* Repeated failure to read and abide by materials/policies
distributed, including parents and guardians.

e Repeated failure to attend lessons.

e Repeated failure to prepare for lessons.

» Repeated offenses of inappropriate and/or disrespectful
behavior

e Inconsiderate/unfair comments or critiques of your
singing colleagues.

e Failure to pay tuition.
